Rev. Dr. Carrie Knowles, a psychologist, lawyer, and UU-ordained minister, has played
many roles at BFUU and in her life as well. In her 80’s she became a seminarian at Starr
King and went on to serve a ministerial internship at the Fellowship. After Rev. Carrie
earned her M.Div., she became BFUU’s Caring Minister, providing pastoral counseling to
members in time of need. From there it was a small step to preaching sermons once
month and a slightly larger step to joining the Three Minister Team.

Rev. Carrie has since moved on to other leadership roles in the UU world. She was invited
back on Dec. 3 for a ceremony of appreciation. Fifteen members shared songs and words
of deep appreciation for her wisdom and the positive ways she has touched lives at BFUU
over the years. Some women spoke about how Rev. Dr. Carrie was a role model at BFUU
as a deeply educated and intelligent woman in a position of high responsibility and how
she encouraged them to step forward and take on leadership roles. She brought a spiritual
presence of kindness, compassion, and knowledge to BFUU. Her sermon that day was on
“Who We Are.” It was her last sermon for the immediate present but she remains available
for future appearances in BFUU’s pulpit.
