Students from an early age learned how to dodge bullets,
often before they learned how to read. Many students,
having seen the shooting, formed a movement against
mass shootings with very specific demands.

According to an article in CNN.com, there are three principle demands from the demonstrators
in ‘March for Our Lives’. First, to pass a law to ban assault weapons; the second to pass laws
forbidding high capacity magazines and large amounts of ammunition; while the third would be
to close loopholes in this nation (USA)’s background check laws re gun purchases.

On the march-for-our-lives.com site, there are 5 principles — similar but more digital — in which
a firearm registry is discussed.

I suggest reading the mission statement. Those constructing the Marchforourlives site are much
more computer savvy than I. This movement is imperfect yet quite inspiring.
