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Years ago I had a teacher, Patricia McDade
by name, who taught that to manifest as
‘good’ you had to be ‘Great.’ And to show up
as great you had to come from a state of
feeling ‘Excited’ and to be exciting you had
to feel ‘Awesome’ – to express awesome you
had to be ‘Inspired’ and to be inspired you
touch Holy.

Achieving that
other, let’s say higher, level is possible and ultimately –
desirable.
